Defensible Space- Cal Fire

The First 5 feet from your home is the most important.
Keep the area closest to buildings, structures and
decks clear. Keep combustible materials like bark or
mulch out of this space.

Keep it lean, clean and green within 30 feet. Remove
dead plants and create space between trees and shrubs
to create a buffer for your property and reduces
potential fuel for fire.

Reduce Potential Fuel within 100 feet. Cut or mow
annual grass down to a maximum height of 4 inches.
Create horizontal space between shrubs and trees.
Create vertical space between grass, shrubs and trees.
Remove fallen leaves, needles, twigs, and small
branches. Keep 10 feet of clearance around exposed
wood piles. Clear areas around outbuildings and
propane tanks.

Please be sure to contain your dogs, or walk them on
leash. El Dorado County ordinance 6.12.050 addresses
aggressive and dangerous dogs. Owners of dogs are
required to keep their dogs confined to their property or
on a leash at all times. Dogs that bite people or other
animals can be deemed potentially dangerous or
vicious. All animal bites should be reported to Animal
Services.
