Roadside Easement Weed Spray 
Due to the weather, the second weed abatement spray will occur later 

in April. The dates Jones Bros. Pest Control, Inc. will be spraying the 

roadside easements will be announced in a District wide email and 

signs at the gates will be posted that week. 
 

Temporary Gate Code for Events 
If you are having a large event, or work done on your property, the 

District office can issue you a temporary gate entrance code to give to 

your gardener, contractor or guests. Call the District office to arrange for 

a temporary code. 
 

Notices From the Board of Directors 
1. Please do not tape notices to the gate pillars! The glue from the 

tape leaves residue on the stones which damages the finish. Call the 

District office to borrow an A frame to display your signs. If we find 

signs taped to the pillars they will be removed! 
 

2. Spring is here! It is time to think about cutting back trees and brush 

from the road easements for fire prevention and driver, pedestrian 

and equestrian safety. Check the easement in front of your property 

and Please keep your trees, brush and weeds trimmed back from the 

road and road easements. Make sure all are cut back to clear the 

easement 10 ft from the edge of the road and 13 ft 6 inches above it, 

and remove the cut debris as well. For valuable fire prevention
