FYI if your loose dog causes bodily harm to human or
animal, or even “engages in behavior that requires a person to
take defensive action to prevent physical injury...or otherwise
causes injury to any domestic animal” you are guilty of a
misdemeanor and could be fined and sued. Upon conviction your
dog could be deemed dangerous and/or vicious and if any other
violation occurs after that designation, fees will be imposed upon
you; you will be held liable for damages and your dog impounded
and/or euthanized. Please keep your dogs confined at home and
on leash while walking them.
